Introduction 

 

1. The renewed mind thinks graciously  

v.26 "Be angry and do not sin; do not let the sun go down on your anger" 

v.32 "Be kind to one another, tenderhearted, forgiving one another, as God in Christ forgave 
you."  

 

 

2. The renewed mind is neighbourly  

v.25 " let each one of you speak the truth with his neighbour, for we are members one of 
another." 

v.28 "...so that he may have something to share with anyone in need." 

v.29  "that it may give grace to those who hear." 

 

 

3. The renewed mind sees things spiritually  

v.27 "and give no opportunity to the devil." 

v.32 "And do not grieve the Holy Spirit of God, by whom you were sealed for the day of 
redemption."
